We will be
OK". She took her last breath at 7:35 PM on Tuesday July 22, 2014
surrounded by those that she loved in arms of the love of her life. The words
that Terri Lynn Walker lived by were "Never back down, Never give up, and
Never lose faith....God's got your back". She is also survived by two brothers,
Michael H. Brown and David L. Brown both of Huntsville, Arkansas and three
sisters, Sandra M. Lundy and Donna J. Johnson both of Florida and Beverly
Southern of Prairie Grove, Arkansas.
